Job Description: The Junior Faculty Advisor is responsible for facilitating the assigned curriculum and providing students with the best
possible conference experience in coordination with the Faculty Advisor. Each Junior Advisor will be assigned to a group of students that
they will help lead along with a Faculty Advisor for the summit duration.

Job Duties:
- Help lead a group of up to 23 students and facilitate the assigned curriculum and discussion topics in coordination with the Faculty
Advisor
- Work with one Faculty Advisor mentor in the implementation of the curriculum
- Be able and willing to interact in a large group setting and hold responsibility for the safety and wellbeing of students at all times
during the summit

Job Requirements:
e  Graduating college with a Bachelors degree in 2026, 2027, or 2028
e  Must be at least 18 years of age
e  Ability to carry out the responsibilities listed above and abide by the Summit Code of Conduct
e Interest and knowledge of environmental science/conservation studies/sustainability/engineering or related field
e  Experience and/or interest in working with high school students
e A high energy level, flexibility, and the ability to work extended days and hours
e Travel to and from campus at the start and end of the summit and pay for parking if using a personal vehicle**
e  Must report to campus at 2 p.m. ET on June 20, 2025 and reside on campus at George Mason University for the week with
departure on June 27, 2025
e Pass a mandatory criminal background check
e U.S. citizenship or lawful permanent residency

Training: In-person training on June 20 and 21 is REQUIRED and on campus at George Mason University. Housing is provided during
training.

Housing: Room accommodation is provided from June 20 to June 27.

Travel: Travel to and from George Mason University is not provided.

Arrival: Arrive on campus Friday, June 20 by 2 p.m.

Departure: Leave campus any time after 2 p.m. on Friday, June 27. Please make flight arrangements accordingly.

Compensation: Junior Faculty Advisors will receive $700 and room accommodation for the conference week plus 2 training days. We
expect compensation to cover travel and minimal meal costs during the conference.
